Today,	we	have	the	same	Gifts	of	the	Spirit	available	
to	us	as	the	early	church	had	available	to	them!

Not	only	does	the	Bible	declare	that	these	Gifts	of	
the	Holy	Spirit	did	not	end;	the	Bible	declares	that	
these	gifts	continue	and	that	we	should	eagerly	seek	
them!

Pursue	love,	and	earnestly	desire	the	spiritual	gifts,	
especially	that	you	may	prophesy.		
	
1	Corinthians	14:39	(ESV)	
So,	my	brothers,	earnestly	desire	to	prophesy,	and	do	
not	forbid	speaking	in	tongues.		
	
As	a	church	we	have	experienced	all	these	gifts	of	
the	Spirit.		Also	being	obedient	to	the	Scriptures,	we	
also	teach	a	class	on	how	to	use	and	practically	
experience	the	Gifts	of	the	Holy	Spirit!
